The logo represents flower, circle, leave, ocean in the sense of diversity,
equality, ally, and freedom. Hallasan mountain in the middle of the
island is intended to give you an opportunity to experience beautiful
and proud Korean culture on Jeju Island, a world-renowned attraction
certified by UNESCO. The symbol of Jeju appears in a human shape
from a stone called Dolharubang. Dolharubang means a grandfather
made of stone, and it is protected in Jeju Island with the belief that it
protects well-being and public order.

Leave is like diversity, Flower is like equality, Circularity is like ally, and
the Blue Sea is like freedom. During this camp, Dolharbang protects us
and expresses it in Turkish blue color to unite Deaf youths by becoming
one. Hallasan mountain, which is magnificent and huge created by
nature as highest mountain in South Korea.

As high as it is, the mountain expresses the wishes and wishes of all
Deaf youths who want each field to be as high as Hallasan mountain,
not as low as the bottom.
